Kiam “Go For It” Scholarship

The New York Junior Tennis League Scholarship Committee will select 4 individuals, 2 males and 2
females, who are seniors and admitted to a college as defined in the rules attached. Each will receive
a $1,000 scholarship. This is a one time award of $1,000.

Eligibility: Residents of New York City, seniors in high school, admitted to a college and members
of the NYJTL or team tennis players in their high school. The School must be within the area served
by the New York Junior Tennis League and includes all City, Parochial and Private Schools within
that area. Financial hardship as demonstrated by FAFSA submission is a consideration for selection
but not the sole criteria for selection as a scholarship award winner.

Selection Process: Applicants should submit their applications and essays by May 10, 2010.
Applications must include high school transcript, a copy of the student’s family FAFSA, copy of
SAT or ACT scores. Additionally a 350 word essay on, “How has your experience as a student
athlete contributed toward your academic success, and how will you apply this to your college
career?” A letter of reference from your tennis coach and teacher must also be submitted.

Rules and Requlations for Scholarship Recipients from the New York Junior Tennis L eague

1) You are a candidate for a degree at an educational institution. As a first year student
you must attend a college full-time following high school graduation or the entire
scholarship will be forfeited.

2) Amount you receive from this scholarship can only be used for tuition and fees required
for enrollment or attendance at the educational institution, or for books, supplies, and
equipment for courses of instruction.

3) Once a college or university is chosen the scholar must indicate that this is the
institution of higher learning that he/she will be attending.
